DRIVER GUIDLINES
For the historic karting scene to continue expanding, it must be seen as a legitimate series with good driving standards and uphold a good safety record. It must be remembered that the older karts are seen as dangerous and lacking the safety features of their modern counterparts – when accidents have serious consequences it will be blamed on the lack of safety embodied by the karts themselves, not whether it was the driver input that caused the incident. As such, all drivers are asked to practise safe conduct as much as is possible on track.

As the series does not require a license, drivers of all standards are welcome. All drivers considered ‘novices’ are therefore required to start their first 3 races from the rear of the grid during the heats in order to gain experience. 

As various engines are mixed amongst the grid, drivers of certain karts will not be able to hear following (quieter) karts, it is therefore asked that all drivers do so ‘defensively’ i.e. always assume, especially on corner entry, that another kart maybe alongside. This way the reactions are sped up if the lead driver turns into a corner only to be presented with another kart alongside that couldn’t be heard. With grids often mixed, and filled with karts of vastly differing performance and volume levels, this type of safe conduct is essential if unnecessary incidents are to be avoided.

To encourage all venues to make us welcome, drivers are asked to be proficient in getting to the grids on time for all races. Grid positions should be established with the grid marshals, and the karts are to be lined-up neatly as requested by the marshals, on time. Our drivers have been lacking in this ability, and we need to present a far more professional approach to this aspect in future.

As already stated, drivers new to racing are to race as ‘Novice’s’, and are to start their first 3 races from the rear of the grid during the heats (and declare ‘Novice’ on their race entry forms). If a driver wishes to start from the rear of the grid but is not a Novice, they must still enter as ‘Novice’ (on the entry form), otherwise will be expected to take up their allotted grid spot as designated by the race organiser. This is to prevent the shambles of drivers hanging around at the back of the grid not wishing to take up their allotted space on the grid, causing confusion for the marshals who are trying to run a slick days racing (and giving our series a poor reputation on that score).

As per the regulations, blocking is not allowable and will result in disqualification. Defensive driving, ie. driving a slightly tighter line than the normal racing one thus making passing more difficult is allowable, but moving off a line to prevent a pass is most definitely illegal in this series.

All drivers are required to understand the meaning of all marshals’ flags.
